PASTOR JEFFREY A. JOHNSON, SR. BIOGRAPHY  

Pastor Jeffrey A. Johnson Sr. is a renowned preacher and leader dedicated to spreading the Gospel of Jesus Christ 

and advancing the Lord’s kingdom on Earth. Born and raised in Indianapolis, he accepted his call to ministry at 17 

and graduated with honors from Bishop College in Dallas, Texas, with a       Bachelor’s in Religion. He continued his 

studies at the Christian Theological Seminary in Indianapolis.  

In 1988, Pastor Johnson began leading Eastern Star Church, which has grown to serve over 17,000 members 

across multiple campuses. His leadership resulted in the development of several church      facilities, including the 

Main Campus, JEWEL Christian Education and Conference Center, Fishers  Campus, and Cooper Road Campus.  

Pastor Johnson’s community impact includes the creation of JEWEL Human Services, which provides essential 

support to those in need. He also launched the ROCK Initiative, which focuses on transforming communities 

through evangelism and discipleship while addressing tangible community needs. He also founded the Financial 

Freedom Institute to teach biblical financial stewardship.  

Pastor Johnson has helped plant several churches and launched Kingdom Word Ministries in 2007. He has au-

thored seven books: Song of Solomon: Love, Sex, and Relationships, Making A Comeback:     Reclaiming Our Lives 

in Christ, Life Illustrated: Daily Thoughts for Your Daily Walk, Dialogue with My Daughters, Dialogue with My Sons, 

Dialogue with Single Parents, and The Making of a King. Pastor Johnson has received multiple honorary doctor-

ates, including from St. Thomas Christian College (Jacksonville, FL), Paul Quinn College (Dallas, TX), Simmons Col-

lege (Louisville, KY), and Martin      University (Indianapolis, IN). He also served as Assistant Chaplain for the Indi-

ana Pacers.  

Pastor Jeffrey A. Johnson, Sr. has served as the “Senior Pastor” of Eastern Star Church for 37 years. His influence 

and dedication has earned him the lifelong title of “Legacy Pastor”. A devoted husband, father, and grandfather, 

Pastor Johnson remains grounded in his faith, leading by example in both ministry and family life.
